Here are ten fun ideas for high frequency word (POPCORN WORD) practice. Be creative. Remember to make practice a daily priority.
1. Hide flashcards around a room and play word hide and seek!

2. Write words in shaving cream or with wet spaghetti noodles.

3. Trace the words on a piece of paper with different colored markers. (“rainbow writing”)

4. See how many words your child can circle in a magazine or newspaper.

5. Write your words using blue for consonants and red for the vowels.

6. Trace the sight words on your child's back and have your child try to guess.

7. Play guessing games with the words, "I'm thinking of a word that starts with B...."

8. Make two copies of the words and play Memory.

9. Say the word and have your child use it in a sentence.

10. Use the words in a letter to a relative.
